CHAMPAIGN, IL—APRIL 12, 2010: The Second Annual Christie Clinic Illinois Marathon is pleased to announce that it is once again partnering with Green View Companies of Champaign, Illinois, to plant two shade trees along the marathon course in honor of the event and the communities where the marathon will be held.
The tree for Urbana is an Accolade Elm, and it will be planted near the intersection of Race and Windsor along the bike trail, next to the oak that was planted last year. The plantings will be preceded by a brief dedication at each site, starting at 9:00 a.m. on Thursday, April 15, 2010. The Champaign site will be the location for the first dedication, followed by the Urbana site.
Both these locations are along the course, and now the Champaign location, like the Urbana location, can accommodate several years of tree plantings in association with the race, creating a “marathon grove,” that over the years will help shade the course, cool the runners, and serve as a living tribute to the hours and miles of planning, training, and preparation that make it possible to stage and complete such a successful event.
